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Top priority is to save economy, General Election not imminent:

Recently, the Elections Department have made changes to the voters’ register and redefined 
election zones, causing some to wonder if the General Elections was impending. However, political 
watcher and SMU Assistant Professor of Law Eugene Tan says he would be disappointed if the 
government decides to go ahead with the elections in May. He felt that it would be appropriate for 
the government to put in exhaustive efforts to save the Singapore economy first instead of calling for 
another election. Professor Tan also pointed out that the opposition party should nevertheless be 
prepared for any unexpected election.    
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
